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on each such barrel, his name with these letters 
over it, "W. S." Any person selling cranberries 
in barrels of less capacity than is herein provided 
for, shall be liable to the purchaser in damages 
to three times the amount of the shortage 
therein, and any person who shall stamp or brand 
a cranberry barrel of less capacity than is herein 
prescribed, with the letters aforesaid, shall for-
feit to the complainant, not less than five, nor 
more than twenty-five dollars for each offense. 
A contract for berries by the barrel or the crate, 
unless it is otherwise specially stipulated, shall 
be construed to mean barrels or crates of the di-
mensions herein prescribed. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force, from and after its passage and publica-
tion.

CHAPTER 335. 

Fees of treas-
urer for col-
lecting. 

AN ACT to amend sections 840, 1081, 1083, 1089, 
1090, of the Wisconsin statutes of 1898, 
relating to the collection of taxes, and to re-
peal sections 1108 and 1109. 

The people of the slate of Wisconsin, represented in 
senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Section 840 of the Wisconsin stat-
utes of 1898, is hereby amended by striking out 
the word "tenth" in the second and fifth lines of 
said section, and inserting in lieu thereof the 
words "thirty-first," so that said section when so 
amended shall read as follows: Section 840. 
Every town treasurer shall receive two per 
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centum on all taxes collected by him on or prior 
to the thirty-first. day of January, and five per 
centum on all collected thereafter during his 
term, to be retained from the collections; pro-
vided, the annual town meeting may, by ballot or 
resolution, reduce such fees on taxes paid on or

before the thirty-first day of January, to not less 
than one per centum ; and in addition thereto, 
when collection is made by distress and sale of 
goods, the same fees given by law to constables 
for levy and sale of goods upon execution, and 
also two per centum of all drainage fund moneys 
that, shall be received by lah from the state or 
county, to be retained out. of such moneys; and 
for making his return of delinquent taxes, one 
dollar, and six cents for each mile traveled one 
way to deliver the same, to be paid by the county 
treasurer on settlement.; he shall have no other 
compensation. The treasurer of each inc(upo-
rated village authorized to perform similar du-
ties, shall receive the same compensation there-
for, and the electors may in like manner limit the 
same at the charter election, except. when other-
wise provided in the act of incorporation.
