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terests therein shall be sold, mortgaged, leased or
otherwise disposed of in such manner as will best
promote the interests of those concerned, whether
in being or not, and whether their interests are
present or contingent. Notice of such applica-
tion shall be given to all parties having any title
to or interest in said lands, who are living at the
time of such petition, except, however, those who
have joined in said petition, at least ten days
prior to the date of the hearing of such applica-
tion, by service of the same in the manner pro-
vided in chapter one hundred and twenty of the
revised statutes for the service of the summons
in a civil action.”

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be
in force from and after its passage and publica-
tion.
