tion when amended will read as follows: Sub-section 29. To
locate, purchase sites and let contracts for the erection and con-
struction of public buildings, acquired by gift, grant, devise, do-
nation, purchase or condemnation, lands for parks and other
public purposes and sell, dispose of and convey the same, and
may aceept gifts, or bequests of personal property for like pur-
poses, provided, however, that the common couneil of such eity
may expend such part of the income derived from such gift or
legacy as they may decide is necessary to carry out any lawful
purpose or condition that may have been designated by such
donor.

CHAPTER 171.

AN ACT to amend section 458h, statutes of 1898, relating to
certificates to graduates.

The people of the state of Wisconsin represented in senate and
assembly do enact as follows:

Certificate as to course in pedagogy; license to teach. SrcTioN
1. That section 458h, statutes of 1898 be amended by adding
after the words “A diploma granted upon the completion of a
regular collegiate course of the University of Wisconsin,” the
following words, “if accompanied with a certificate that the
bearer has ecompleted the course of pedagogical instruction pre-
seribed by the univ ersit,y for all persons who intend to teach, or
adlploma granted,” so that the section shall read as follows:
Seetion 45%h, dlp]umu granted upon the completion of a reg-
ular collegiate course of the University of Wisconsin, if accom-
panied with a certificate that the bearer has completed the course
of pedagogical instruction preseribed by the university for all
persons who intend to teach or a diploma granted upon ‘the com-
pletion of the full course of any state normal school in this state
upon presentation to the state superintendent shall entitle the
holder to receive from that officer a certificate which shall au-
thorize him to teach in any publie school for one year. The
holder of a certificate granted upon the completion of the ele-
mentary course of any Wisconsin state normal school, not coun-
terslﬂ'ned by the state superintendent, may present stieh certifi-
cafe to the state superintendent and tlwroupon receive a certifi-
cate which shall be a lcense to teach in any publie school for the
period of one year in which such clementary certificate would
authorize the holder to teach, if countersigned by the state super-
