There is hereby ap-
propriated to each and every clergyman who has or may here-
after officiate as chaplain of the senate and assembly the sum
of fifteen dollars for cach weck of such service during the ses-
sion of the legislature for the year 1901. The payments shall
be made upon the certificates of the chief clerks of the senate
and assembly showing the amownt to which each such chaplain
is entitled. )

Section 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.
