CHAPTER 162.

AN ACT amendatory of section 13, of chapter 91 of the laws of
Wisconsin for the year 1897, as amendqtory of chapter 22 of
the laws of Wisconsin for the ycar 1895, entitled, “An act
to establish a municipal court at the village of Waukesha for
the eastern municipal distriet of the county of Waukesha.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin represenied in senate and
assembly do enact as follows:

County board may increase salary of clerk of municipal court.
Secrion 1. Seetion 13 of chapter 91 of the laws of Wisconsin
for the year 1897, as amendatory of chapter 22 of the laws of
Wiseonsin for the year 1895, entitled “An act to establish a
municipal court at the village of Waukesha for the eastern mu-
nicipal district of the county of Waukesha,” is hereby amended
by adding after the word “court” in the seventeenth line of
said section, the following:

“Provided, however, that the county hoard of Waukesha
county, Wisconsin, may and it is hereby authorized and empow-
ered to increase the salary of the clerk of said court, so that his
annnal salary shall not exceed the sum of nine hundred dol-
lare.”  So that said section 13 when so amended shall read as
follows:

Section 13. Scetion 14, of chapter 22, of the laws of 1895,
is hereby amended 5o as to read as follows: Section 14: The
salary of the judge of said munieipal court shall be the sum of
vne thousand five hundred dollars per annum, to be paid as fol-
lows: Three-fourths of the same to be paid out of the county
“treasury of Waukesha county, and one-fourth to be paid out of
the treasury of the city of Waukesha, to be paid quarterly at
the end of each quarter, out of said ommt\ and city treasuries
respectively. The salary of the clerk of said court shall be six
hundred dollars per annum, to be paid in like manner and in
like proportion as the salary of the judge, which =aid salaries
shall he in full for all services rendered by said judge and clerk
of said municipal court. Provided, however. that the county
hoard of Waukesha county, \Vlsconsm may and it is hereby au-
thorized and empowered to increase the <.11f1m of the clerk of

said court, so that his annual salary shall not exceed the sum
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of nine hundred dollars. The said coprt is-authorized to tax
and collect fees as follows: For all services rendered by said
court in civil and eriminal actions when exereising tlie powers
of a justiee of the peace, the fees allowed to justices of the peace,
except as hereinafter provided; for hearing and deciding any
motion, fifty eents for each; for issuing each venire, fifty cents;
for making and recording all necessary orders, fifty eents each;
for receiving and recording verdiet of the jury, fifty cents; tak-
ing and approving Dbail, fiftyv cents; cach commitwent, fifty
cents; drawing jury in cvery case, fifty cents; for services of
clerk, one dollar in each eriminal case, and one dollar in each
civil ease; and the same shall be paid as other costs in ecivil and
eriminal cases are pald, and said judge or clerk shall pay the
same into the'eounty and eity treasuries, to apply on the salaries
of said judge and clerk as follows: Al costs imposed and col-
lected in bastardy cases, and in eriminal cases, arising under
the laws of the state, shall be paid into the eounty treasury, and
all costs imposed and eollected in cases arising under the char-
ter and ordinances of any city or village shall be paid into the
treasury of the city or village under whose charter, by-laws or
ordinance said case arose; and all eosts collected in civil eases
shall he paid as follows: Three-fourths of the same into the
county treasury of Wankesha county, and one-fourth into the
treasury of the city of Waukesha. The elerk of said court shall
keep an accurafe statement of all such costs thus collected, and
file the same in the county eclerk’s office at the end of each
month, under his hand and seal of the said court, and shall at
the smne time pay over all sueh moneys as provided for in this
act. )
