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The treasurer of cach such municipality shall pay, on or be-
fore March 1st in each year, to the treasurer of the county in
which such munieipality is located, twelve per cent. of the li-
cense fee so collected as a just and proper proportion of the
amount thereof, to be applied as state and county tax, and the
county treasurer shall pay, on or before April 1st in each ycar,
to the state treasurer three-fourths of the amount so received
by him as a just and proper proportion of each license fee, to
Le applied as a state tax and to be in lieu thereof.

Where there is more thanr gne taxing district or ward in any
such munieipality, the comptroller of such municipality or
other proper officer, shall, on or before December 30th in each
Yyear, apportion eighty-eight per cent. of such license fee so col-
lected and paid to suech municipality, among the taxing dis-
triets or wards thercof through which the line of railway or line
of lighting plant shall pass, according to the number of feet of
railway track or wire in each such ward or taxing district; and
when so apportioned the same shall belong to and be a part of
the respective ward funds, and shall be used for ward fund pur-
poses only in case of any such division is made in such munici-
pality under its charter and ordinances, otherwise the fund
shall belong to the city.

CHAPTER 198.

AN ACT to amend chapter 91 of the statutes of 1898, relat-
ing to religious socicties.

The people of the stale of Wisconsin, represenled in senale and
assembly do enact as follows:

Body corporate to hold title. Sicrron 1. Chapter 91 of
the statutes of 1898, is hereby amended by inserting after
seetion 1998 of said statutes, a new scetion as follows: See-
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tion 1998a. When any diocesan council, convention or confer-
ence or any synod or other body of authorized representatives
of any church, or religious denomination, shall have elected
trustees and such trustees shall have become a body corporate
as provided in said section 1998, the title to all moneys and t
all property, real, personal and mixed, and to all legacies and
bequests that shall be given, granted, devised or bequeathed to
or be purchased by such diocesan council, convention, confer-
ence, synod or other body of authorized representatives of any
church or religious denomination, shall vest in the body cor-
porate, formed by such trustees and shall be used, managed and
conveyed by such corporation under the direction of and for
such uses and purposes and to the extent and under such re
strictions and limitations as may from time to time be pre-
scribed by such diocesan council, convention, conference, synod
cr other body of authorized represcntatives of such church or
religious denomination.

Secrion 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.
