Section 1941—1 of the statutes of 1898 is herchy amended by
striking out “twenty-five” where it ocenrs in the second line of
said section and inserting in lien thereof the words “seventy-
five;” and by striking ont the words “twenty-five thousand”
where they nccur in the fourth line of said seetion, and insert-
ing in lieu thereof the words “one hundred thousand;” and by
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striking out the words “twenty-five thousand dollars,” where
they oceur in the tenth and cleventh lines of said section, and
inserting in licu thereof the words “one hundred thousand dol-
lars;” and by striking out the words “twenty-five” where they
occur in the twenty-fifth line of said section, and inserting in
lieu thereof the words “seventy-five;” and by striking out the
words “city or village” where they occur in the twenty-sixth
line of said section and inserting in lieu thereof the words
“cities or villages;” and by striking out the words “twenty-
five thousand dollars” where they occur in the twenty-sixth and
twenty-seventh lines of said section, and inserting in lieu there-
of the words “one hundred thousand dollars,” so that said sec-
tion when so amended shall read as follows: Section 1941—1.

The undersigned, all residents of the city of ————

of at least one hundred thousand dollars’ worth of prop-
crty which we desire to insure, do hereby associate for the pur-
pose of forming a mutual fire insurance corporation to do such
insurance in any city or eities or villages in the county above
named, under the provisions of the statutes of said state. The
name of such corporation shall be (here insert corporate name
in full). The officers thereof shall be a board of directors of
——— (insert the number, which shall be not less than
five), a president, secretary and treasurer and such others as
may be provided for in the by-laws; and its office shall be in
any one city or village in the county aforesaid, designated by
the directors.
