plicable to the moneys and property so held by him. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 294. 

AN ACT, to prevent conflict of dates of agricultural fairs, that 
receive specific or fixed appropriations from the state. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

No state aid to fairs, held during state fair. SECTION 1. Any 
agricultural fair association of the state of Wisconsin, receiv-
ing from the state a specific or fixed appropriation, in aid of 
its fair, that shall hold its annual fair during the same week 
as the Wisconsin state fair, provided the Wisconsin state board 
of agriculture shall have fixed and published the dates of such 
state fair on or before January 20th of such year, shall forfeit 
its appropriation from the state for such year. 

SlicrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.
