CHAPTER 404.

AN ACT, granting and defining the power of condemnation
for hbrarv sites, and amendatory of chapter 41 of the stat-
utes of 1898, and creating a new section to be known as sec-
tion 931b.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Power conferred to acquire site by condemnation proceedings.
Secrronw 1. A new section is hereby created and added to
chapter 41 of the statutes of 1898, to be numbered and read as
follows :

“Section 931b. Whenever the said board of directors shall
certify to the city council, village or town beard, that it is wn-
able to acquire the site selected for a just and ressonable price,
and that a just and reasonable price for the site sclected does
not exceed the amount which mav legally be expended therefor,
said city council, village or to.wn board shall pr-eeed to acquire
such site by conde'mnatmn in the manner pmwdod hy seetions
S95 to 904 of the statutes ~.f 1598, inclusive, or, in ease of any
¢ity under general eharter or any city under special charter
having adopted the provisions of the law relating to condemna-
tion hy cities under a general charter, in such a manmer as
provided by law for acquiring sites for any other publie build-
ings. Shonld the compensation awarded in the condemnation
proceedings exceed one-third of such gift, sueh proceedings
