CHAPTER 414.

AN ACT providing a bounty for the destruetion of erows and
hen hawks.

The people of the stale of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Bounty on crow; bounty on hen hawk. Skcrtion 1. Every
person who shall kill any erow shall be entitled to a reward of
icn cents, and every persom whn shall kill a hen hawk shall be
entitled to a reward of twenty-five ceats, provided the county
beard of any eounty shall by proper resolution so direet.

How obtained. SkcTion 2. Any person claiming such re-
ward shall exhibit. the earcass of the erow or hen hawk so killed
1o the chairman of the board of supervisors of the town wherein
it was killed and obtain from such chairman a certificate simi-
lar to the cne provided for in seation 1627 of the statutes of
1898, And the person elaiming sueh reward shall within ten
days after killing any such erow or hen hawk produce the head
ihereof to the eounty clerk of said eovnty and take and sub-
seribe the following oath:

CHAPTER 415.

AN ACD to amend scetion 1023a, as amended by chapter 250
of the laws of 1899 and 1024b, of the statutes of 1898, re-
lating to the return and registration of births and deaths.

The people of the stale of Wisconsin, represented in senale and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Notice and return of births. Sucrron 1. Section 1023a, of
the statutes of 1898, as amended by chapter 250 of the laws of
1899 are hereby amended so that said section shall read as fol-
lows: Tt shall be the duty of every .physician attending the
birth of a child to give notice as in this section provided, and
where no physician or midwife is in attendance then it shall
he the duty of parent and of every householder to give notice of
the hirth of any child occurring in such honsehold within thirty
days after such birth. to the health officer of the board of health
existing in the city in which the birth ocenrs, and in ease no
health officer exists therein, the said notice shall be given to the
citvy clerk; in towns and villages the said notice shall be given
to the village or town clerk as "the case may be. The keeper of
a workhouse, house of correction, a prison, hospital or alm-
house, and the master or other mmmanding officer of & ship,
shall give like notice of every hirth occurring among the per-
