The people of the stale of Wisconsin, represented in senalcAnd 
a.ssembly, do enact as follows: 

Actions, proceedings, etc., in superior court of Milwaukee 
county. .SEcrioN 1. Any action, cause or proceeding hereto-
fore pending in the snlwrior court for Milwaukee county which 
by the terms of chapter 1, laws of 1003, would be or were trans-
ferred to the cirenit court for Milwaukee county on the first 
Monday in May, 1903, the trial or hearing of which had been 
actually begun but not, eorwluded, or the trial or bearing of 
which .had been concluded lmt in which on said first Monday in 
May. 1903, motions or other proceedings subsequent to trial or 
hearing were pending- and unfinished or undetermined, or the 
entry of final orders or judgments in which had not been made, 
are hereby transferred to and continued as actions and proceed-
ings in said superior court, and the judge thereof shall have 
full authority and jurisdiction to conelnde such trial or proceed-
ing. or make such order or render such judgment as may be nec-
essary or proper, and the same shall be entered and docketed as 
an ()Met', decree or judgment, of the said superior court in any 
such action or proeo-diug. And all motions, orders, writs and 
proceedings necessary or made in any such action or proceeding. 
I e trial or hearing in which was had before the present presid-
ing judge of said court. may be made, heard and determined by 
the said superior court and said superior court has authority to 
issue writs of execution or other final process and make such 
Imlers and use and exercise such other powers and proceedings 
as may be in accordance with law to enforce any order, judg-
nwnt or decree made or entered in any such action or proceed-
hip-, and any trial or hearing had or order made or decree or 
judrinent rendered by said superior court in any action or pro-
ceeding which, bv the terms of said chapter 1, laws of 1903, 
was or should have been transferred to the circuit court for 
M'ilwankee county is hereby legalized .  as the act of said superior 
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court with the same force and effect as if said chapter 1, laws 
of 1903, had not been enacted, and appeals therefrom may be 
had and taken from said .superior court the same as from other 
orders, decrees or judgments of said court.

Truant ungraded day schools; parental boarding schools. SEC- 

rioN 1. In any city of die first elass, the board of education 
any board with si w il ar  powors, may e-dablish and maintain 

truant ungraded day schools for the purpose of providing for 
the proper training of ehildren hetwe:11 the ages of seven and 
.ixteen years, who are habitually truant, or insnl)ordinate or 
disorderly at any school, or \du) habitually frequent the streets 
or other public places, having no lawful occupation or employ- 
ment. and may through their truant officers and stqx.rintendent 
of schools require such children to attend such schools. Or for 
the care and instruction of the same classy; of children as afore- 

such board may establi ,h and maintain a. parental board- 
liar school within the corporate limits of such city, and may, 
when such school is maintained or is available as hereinafter 
provided, after a notice of seven days to such child and to its 
parent, guardian or custodian, order such child to be restrained 
and cared for in such school, with the written consent of such 
parent, guardian or custodian.
