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sumption therein, fruits, vegetables, meats, fish or shell-fish, or
who shall sell, exchange, deliver, or have tn his possession wilh,
intent to sell or exchange, or expose for sale, or offer for sale or
exchange for use or consumption within this state such canned
articles, unless each can containing such articles shall bear a
label on which shall be printed the true mame of te contents
and the name and address of the producer or packer, canning or
preserving the same, or the dealer who sells the same, shall be
guilly of a misdemeanor, and, upon conviction thereof, shall be
fined not less than twenty-five dollars nor more than one hun-
dred dollars or be smprisoned in the county jail not less than
thirty days nor more than sizly days.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after January first, A. D. 1906.

CHAPTER 105.

AN ACT to add a new paragraph to section 461, statutes of
1898, prescribing the duties of couniy or distriet superin-
tendents of schools.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

School board conveniion. SecTioN 1. A paragraph is
hereby added to section 461, of the statutes of 1898, to he num-
bered and to read as follows: 9. The counly or district super-
intendent of schools shall annually call and hold at least one
school board convention for his superintendent districl, at the
county seat or some other convenient place, for the purpose of
consultation, advice and instruction upon matters pertaining
to the management of the schools. Each district clerk shall
and the director and treasurer may attend such convention.
Each member present shall be allowed two dollars and mileage
at the rate of three cents per mile each way, going and returning
to and from said meeting, said sum to be paid from any moneys
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in the school district treasury not otherwise appropriated. The
county superintendent shall issue to each member in attendance
a certificate which shall be filed with the school district clerk
and serve as @ basis or evidence for drawing the necessary war-
rant upon the district treasury.

SecrioNn 2. All acts and parts of acts in conflict with this
act are hereby repealed.

CHAPTER 106.

AN ACT to amend section 1966—1, statutes of 1898, regulat-
ing the transaction of business by foreign hail insurance cor-
porations.

710N 1. Section 1966—1, statutes of 1898 is amended to read
as follows: Section 1966-—1, statutes of 1898. It shall be
lawful for hail insurance companies organized under the laws
of any other state to insure crops in this state against loss or
damage by hail upon complying with the following conditions:
Such company shall within the month of January in each year,
file with the commissioner of insurance a statement showing
its financial condition and, if a stock company, the amount of
capital stock, the amount of said stock paid in in cash and the
amount in notes of the stockholders, the names and residences
of the stockholders on the thirty-first day of December of each
vear; and such company shall thereupon obtain from said
commissioner a “certificate, under his hand and seal of office,
authorizing it to do business in this state for the next ensuing
year, and certifying that he has examined into the affairs
