CHAPTER 197.
AN ACT to create the town of Barnes in Bayfield county.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Territory embraced. Secriox 1. All of townships number
forty-four and forty-five and the south half of township forty-
six, in range nine, west, heretofore beinz within the towns of
Iron River and Drummond, in the county of Bayfield, are here-
by set off and detached from said towns of Iron River and
Drummond and shall constitute and be known as the town of
Barnes.

Apportionment of indebtedness of town of Iron River. Sgkc-
TION 2. Said town of Barnes shall be chargeable with such
proportion of the indebtedness heretofore legally incurred by
said town of Iron River as the value of the portion detached
from said town of Iron River by section 1 of this bill bears to
the whole of said town of Iron River before the detachmeni of
such portion, based upon the assessient roll of the town of
Iron River of 1905.

Apportionment of indebtedness of town of Drummond. Sec-
TioN 3. Said town of DBarnes shall be chargeable with such
proportion of the indebtedness heretofore legally incurred by
said town of Drummond as the value of the portion detached
{rom said town of Drumniond by section 1 of this bill bears to
the whole of said town of Druminond before the detachment of
said portion, based upon the last assessinent roll of said town
of Drummond.

Apportionment of credits of town of Iron River. SecTioN
4. Said town of Barnes shall receive {rom said town of Iron
River its just share of the credits of said town of Iron River,
which shall be apportioned in like manuer as the indebledness
of said town of Iron River is apportioned, as provided by sec-
tion 2 of this bill.

Apportionment of credits of town of Drummond. SecrioN
5. Said town of Barnes shall receive fromn said town of Drum-
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mond its just share of the credits of said town of Drummond
which shall be apportioned in like manner as the indebtcdness
of said town of Drummond is apportioned, as provided by sce-
tion 3 of this bill.

First town meeting. SectioN 6. The first meeting of said
town of Barnes shall be held in the schoolhouse in township
forty-five, north, of range nine, west, on the third Tuesday in
May, 1905.

Assessment of personal properties. Secrion 7. The assess-

ment of personal property therein may be made as on the first
day of May, 1905.

When town deemed duly organized. Section 8. Upon the
election and qualification of its officers said town of DBarnes
shall possess all the rights and privileges of towns under the
Zeneral law,

SecTION 9. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.

No person shall be entitled to entertainment at any inn or
hotel in this state who is suffering from a contagious disease, as
enumerated in seetion 1408 statutes of 1898, nor shall one who
has been suflering from any such contagious disease be entitled
to such entertainment until all danger of spreading contagiou
