CHAPTER 386.

AN ACT to require railroad companies to furnish side track
connnections to shippers in this state and to amend section
1802 of the statutes of 1898.

The people of the statc of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
and assembly, do enuct as follows:

Connection with tracks. Section 1. Section 1802 of the
statutes of 1898 is hereby amended to read as follows: Section
1802.* The owner of any elevator, warchouse, manunfacturing
plant or mill, or of any lumber, coul or wood yard located
within one-half mie of any railroad or any sidrtrack thereof may
at his own expense construci a spur track [rom any such elc-
vator, warchouse, munufacturing plant, mil or yard to a point
on the right of way within tiie terininal or yerd limits of any
such railroad and the radroad shall conncct the same wilh ils
racks within such ilecominal or yard limits. Such spur track
shall at all times be under the conlrol and management of and.
he kept tn repawr and operated for such owner or his assigns by
such railroad, but the actual cosl of so mainlaining and operat-
mg shall be paid moninly by the owner thereof, and wm case of
neglect to so pay the same upon demand the obligation of this
section upon any such racdroad shall cease unlil such charges arc
vaid. And no such sopur lracic hereafter consiructed or which
has heretofore been construcicd under the provisions of lhis sec-
lion shall be removed withoul first haring gwen the parlies own-
ing such elevator, warchouse, manufacturing plant, mil or yard
stz months’ nolice, and no removal shull be made except for good
cause shown. :

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effeet and be in force from
and alter ils passage and publication.
