CHAPTER 103. 

AN ACT to provide for the purchase of books to be placed in 
the library of the office of the state superintendent, and appa-
ratus and material to be used in illustrating educational lec-
hires, and making an appropriation therefor. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin. represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

'Appropriation. SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated 
out of the general fund to the state superintendent of public in-
struetion. the stun of five hundred dollars. to be used for the 
purpose of purchasing books to be placed in the library of the 
office of the state superintendent of public instruction, and for 
the purpose of purchasing apparatus and material to be used 
in illustrating educational lectures. 
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Showing without license ; penalty. 2. Any person vio- 
lating any requirements of this section shall be guilty of a mis-
demeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be punished by fine 
of not less than, twenty dollars nor more than one It dol-
lars, or be imprisoned in the county jail not less than twenty 
days nor more than sixty days or by both such fine and imprison-
ment.

Wolf cub bounty. SECTION 1626. Any person who shall kill 
any wolf cub * * * between the first day of March and the 
first day of November next following shall be entitled to a re-
ward of * * * four dollars, and every person who shall 
kill any mature wolf shall be entitled to a reward of ten dol-
lars, and every person who shall kill a wildcat or lynx shall be 
entitled to a reward of three dollars to be paid by the county 
wherein said wolf, wildcat or lynx was killed, upon compliance 
with the provisions of section 1627 of the statutes of 1898. 
Nothing in this act shall prohibit any county from increasing 
said bounty or reward by a majority vote of its county board 
at any annual meeting, provided that no county shall pay more 
than six dollars reward for the killing of a wolf cub as above 
described. Upon compliance with the provisions of section 1628 
of the statutes of 1898, the same reward for the killing of any 
wolf, wildcat or lynx shall be paid by the state as is paid by the 
county under this section.

of at least one witness, who shall sign as witness, a statement 
in substantially the following form:
