AN ACT to amend section 463, statutes of 1898, relating to
the town clerk’s report to the county superintendent of
schools.

In addition to the duties of the elerks
of the several school districts of the state relating to * * *
taking * * * the census of the school children as now
provided by law, said clerks shall also report the names of the
children in their respective districts and the age of each of them
over the age of four and under the age of twenty years. School
district clerks shall also meet with the town clerk of the town
in which the schoolhouses in their respective districts are lo-
cated at a time and place specified in a notice given by the town
clerk, for the purpose of perfecting the annual school district
reports. Such clerks shall also report the amount of the in-
debtedness of their respective distriets.

Each town clerk shall, on
or before the first day of August in each year, make and trans-
mit to the county or district superintendent of the county or
district in which his town is situated two copies of a report,
stating :

(1) The whole number of school distriets separately set off
within the town, and the number of parts of joint districts in
which the school-houses belonging thereto are located in his
town.

(2) The districts and parts of districts from which reports
shall have been made within the time limited for that purpose.

(3) The length of time a school shall have been taught in
each such distriet or parts of districts.

(4) The amount of public money received in cach.
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(5) The number of children taught in each and the num-
ver of children over the age of four and under the age of
twenty years residing in each.

16) The whole amount of money received in the town for
school purposes since the date of the last preceding report,
setting forth separately the amount received from the state
through the county treasurer, the amount levied by the county
board, the amount raised by the town at its annual meeting in
towns where the township systam of school govermment has been
adopted.

(7) The amount of money raised by distriet tax for school
purposes.

(8) The manner in which said moneys have been expended
and whether any and what part remains unexpended, with
such other information as the state superintendent may require
and as may be reported to him by the district clerks.
