Minor’s misrepresentation to procure liquor; penalty.
SEcTION 1557Tm. Any minor over eighteen years of age who
shall wilfully represent that he is of age for the purpose of ask-
ing for or receiving any strong, spirituous or malt liquors from
any keeper of any saloon, shop or place of any name whatsoever
for the sale of strong. spirituous or malt liquors except in cases
authorized by law, shall be punished by a fine of not less than
one dollar, nor more than fifteen dollars, or by imprisonment in
the county jail not to exceed ten days or by such fine and im-
prisonment.

U. 8. liquor permit or stamp prima facie evidence
of no-license violation. SectioN 1565e. Any person who
shall, on or after the first Tuesday in July following an elec-
tion under the provisions of the two preceding seetions, vend.

of this state, give away any spirituous, malt. ardent or intox-
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icating liquors or drinks in any quantity whatever in any town,
village or city wherein a majority of the votes east at such elee-
tion shall have been against license, shall be punished by a
fine of not less than fifty dollars nor more than one hundred
dollars, besides the costs; or in lien of such fine, by imprison-
ment in the county jail not to exeeed six months nor less than

Nothing in this or the two
next preceding sections shall be construed as affecting the sale
