• CHAPTER 605. 

AN ACT to nend chapter 34, laws of 1907, being an act to 
establish a dock line on lake Monona for the improvement 
of navigation anA for public park purposes. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

Monona dock line. SE,T1ON 1. A dock line is hereby es-
tablished on the shores of lake Monona in the fourth ward of 
the city of Madison, Dane county, Wisconsin, as follows, to-wit: 
Beginning at a point immediately below the center of the main 
track of the Chicago, :Milwaukee & St. Paul Railway company, 
Prairie du Chieti division, distant eight hundred feet south-
easterly from the northwest line of West Wilson street ex-
tended, said eight hundred feet being measured along the 
center line of the above mentioned track; thence by a curve 
to the left with a radius of three hundred feet, the center of 
said curve being five hundred feet southeasterly from the 
northwest line of West Wilson street and in the center of the 
above mentioned track, turning a total angle of forty Jegrees 
and forty-five minutes: thence by a curve to the right with 
a radius of * * * eighteen hundr”d feet. toroing a total 
angle of enty-three degrees; thence by a curve to tne right 
with a rad'us of four hundred feet turning a total angle of 
sixty-seven degrees a11.1 thirty minutes. to a point distant five 
hundred and ninty-one feet southeast from the southeast line 
of West Wilson street measured on a line six feet north-east 
of the southwest line of Bassett street. in sad city of Madison. 

Public park. :4EnTioN 2. The city of Madison is hereby au-
thorized to fill out from the present shore line to said duck 
line sufficient lopth for the purpose of removing the ureiani-
tary and offensive condition of the bed of the lake between 
the said shore l'ne and said dock line. and for the purpose 
of aiding navigation of the waters of said lake. The Ian 
formed by the filling, as herein authorized, shall belong to th. ,  
state of Wisconsin. and is hereby forever set aside for public 
park purposes. The city of Madison is hereby authorized to im- 
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prove and maintain such land for park purposes at its own 
expense. 

Wharf structures. SEr„TioN 3. Said city of Madison is 
hereby given the power to construct aid regulate the use of 
wharfs, landing places, 'bath-houses, boat-house g and other 
suitable structures along the margin of the dock line estab-
lished by section one of this act.

CHAPTER 606. 

AN ACT to amend section 6 of chapter 3, laws of 1907, provid-
ing for an additional county judge in counties having a popu-
lation of at least two hundred and fifty thousand. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Section 6 of chapter :3 of the laws of 1907 is 
amended to read: 

Judges to appoint and remove jointly. SECTION 6. In 
all counties having such additional county judge, the judge 
now in office and his successor shall be known as the county 
judge of the first division, the other and his successor shall be 
known as the county judge of the second division. The county 
judge hereby provided shall be vested concurrently with said 
judge of the first. division, with all powers, authorities and 
duties now vested in the county judge in counties included 
within this act. All appointments and removals which may be 
made by the county judge in such counties shall be made by 
the judges of the first and second division acting jointly. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take ('fleet and be in force from 
and after the first Monday of June, A. I). 1907.
