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prove and maintain such land for park purposes at its own
expense.

Wharf structures. SecTioN 3. Said city of Madison is
hereby given the power to construct anl regulate the use of
wharfs, landing places, bath-houses, boatihouses and other
suitable structures along the margin of the dock line estab-
lished by section one of this act.

CHAPTER 606.

AN ACT to amend scetion 6 of chapter 3, laws of 1907, provid-
ing for an additional county judge in counties having a popu-
lation of at least two hundred and fifty thousand.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SeEcTioN 1. Section 6 of chapter 3 of the laws of 1907 is
amended to read:

Judges to appoint and remove jointly. Section 6. In
all counties having such additional county judge, the judge
now in office and his successor shall be known as the county
judge of the first division. the other and his successor shall be
known as the county judge of the second division. The county
judgze hereby provided shall he vested concurrently with said
judge of the first division, with all powers, authorities and
duties now vested in the county judge in counties included
within this act. Al appointments and removals which may be
made by the counly judge in such counties shall be made by
the judges of the first and second division acting jointly.

SectioNn 2. This act shall take effeet and be in forece from
and after the first Monday of June, A. D. 1907.
