These provisions shall be applicable to any court of ex-
clusive ecivil jurisdietion in a county containing a population
of over one hundred and fifty thousand, which requires a jury,
except that if such court shall be held by two judges they may,
by an order made and filed by them with the eclerk of such
court, require that the names of more 1han thirty-six persons
be so drawn to serve as petit jurors therein.
