CHAPTER 149.

AN ACT to create subsection 10 of section 1223 of the statutes,
relating to the duties of town boards of supervisors.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represenled in senale and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Secrion 1. There is added to section 1223 of the statutes a
new subsection to read: 10. It shall be the duty of each board
of supervisors to establish rules and regulations prohibiting the
placing, throwing, or depositing in, on. abhout, or along any pub-
lie highway and to require the removal therefrom. of any bodies
of dead animals, carrion, meat, fish, rubbish, ashes, paper. brick,
tin ecans, old iron. junk, boxes, barrels, machinery, and to estab-
lish rules and regulations to provide for the safety of travel
along any public highway.

CHAPTER 150.

AN ACT to create sceticn 2518m of the annotated statutes, re-
lating to a phonographie reporter for the munieipal court for
Dane county.

The people of tl.e state of Wiscansin, represented in senale and
assembly, do enact as follows:

[ ]

SecrioN 1. There is added to the annotated statutes a new
section to read: Section 2518m. The judge of the said munic-
ipal court may, whenever he deems it advisable, by order in
writing filed in court, appoint a regular phonographic reporter
who shall serve until his successor is appointed or until removed
by the said judge. Such reporter shall take and subscribe the
constituticnal oath, and shall be furnished with all necessary
stationery, and shall attend when required by said judge and
repcrt the proceedings had in said court, and perform such
duties as the said judge shall require. The said judge shall fix
the compensation of such reporter at a salary not to exceed sixty
dollars per month, two-thirds of the same to be paid out of the
county treasurer of Dane county, and cne-third to be paid out
of the treasury of the city of Madison, said salary to be paid
monthly. The provisions of this section shall not become oper-
ative until a resolution aceepting the provisions hereof shall
