Section 4595. Any person who shall keep open his shop, ware- .

or work, except only works of necessity and charity, or be
present at any dancing or public diversion, show or entertain-
ment, or take part in any sport, game, or play on the first day
of the week shall he punished by fine not exceeding ten dollars;
and such day shall be understood to include the time between
the midnight preceding and the midnight following the said
day. and no civil process shall be served or executed on said
day. Provided, however, that keeping open a barber shop on
Sunday for the purpose of cutting hair and shaving beards shall
not be deemed a work of mecessity or charity.
