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further that nothing in this act shall repeal the provisions of -
section 450a of the statutes.

2. Any person so desiring, may. however, qualify for the sev-
eral grades of certificates, provided for in this aet, as therein re-
quired, at any time after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 380.

AN ACT to empower the common ccuneil to fix the salaries of
all city officials having a defin'te term of office, in eities of the
first class.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represcnted in scnate and,
assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTiON 1. In eities of the first elass, the common eouncil is
authorized and empowered to fix the salaries of all city officials
having a definite term of office. Such salaries shall be fixed
at the first regular meeting of the econnmon eouneil in the month of
January preceding the term of oftice for which such salary is
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. to be fixed. The salary of no such official shall be increased
or diminished during his term of office.

SEcTION 2. At its first regular meeting in the month of Jan-
uary preceding the time for making up the annual budget.
such common council is further authorized and empowered to
fix the salaries to be paid during the next ensuing fiscal year to
all officials and employes of such city other than those having a
definite term of office. The salaries of all offieials and employes
of such city not having a definite term of office shall be and re-
main as so fixed by the common council for and during the next
ensuing fiscal year and shall so ecntinue until thereafter fixed
anew by the common council g3 provided herein.

SectioN 3. The salarics of all city officials and employes
shall remain as they are now until such salaries shall have heen
fixed and determined as provided herein.

SeEcTioN 4. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after January 1, 1910.

CHAPTER 381.

AN ACT to create section 4601 —6 of the statutes, relating to
the sale of sausage and sausage mixtures, and providing a
penalty.

The reople of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTioN 1. There is added to the statutes a new section {o
read: Section 4601—6. 1. No person by himself, his servant
or agent, or as the servant or agent of any other person, or as
the servant or agent of any firm or corporation, shall sell. offer
or expose for sale or have in possession with intent to sell any
product as and for sausage, unless the same complies with the
following definition and standard, to wit:

(1) Sausage, sausage meat, is a comminuted meat from neat
cattle or swine, or a mixture of such meats, either fresh, salted,
pickled or smoked, with added salt and sp’ces and with or with-
out the addition of edible animal fats, blood and sugar, or sub-
sequent smoking. It contains no larger amount of water than
the meats from which it is prepared contain when in their fresh
condition, and if it bears a name deseriptive of kind, eompo-
sit'on or origin, it corresponds to such deseriptive name. All
animal tissues used as eontainers. such as casings. stomachs, ete..
