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with such sidewalk in accordance with the requirements of said
order or resolution.

‘SECTION 3. ‘Lhere are added to the statutes three new sub-
sections to scetion Y25—205 of the statutes to read: (Section
926—205.) 5. Provided that in case the laying or repairing of
any sidewalks, as above provided, shall be done by contract,
such contract may provide that any person to whom a contract
is awarded for the laying or repair of such sidewalk, shall re-
ceive in payment certificates against the lot or parcel of land in
front of which such sidewalk is laid or repaired, and it shall be
the duty of the bouard of public works or officers performing the
duties of such board. aiter the completion and acceptance of

such work to issue such certificates on the request of the person

entitled to receive them,

6. All such certificates shall be signed by the mayor and clerk,
countersigned by the comptroller and delivered to the person
entitled to reccive the same, said certficates shall be proceeded
with and shall have the same effect as other certificates given
for street improvements chargeable to lots or parcels of land,
as provided in seetion 925—189.

7. It shall be the duty of the owner of every lot or parcel of
land abutting upon a street to keep in repair the sidewalk in
front of such lot. Such duty shall be enforeed and such repairs
made, and the cost thereof assessed and collected, in case the
owner shall fail to make them, by the same officers and in the
same manner as preseribed in this and the preeeding section
for the enforecement of the duty to lay and #he laying and eol-
lecting the cost, if necessary, of new sidewalks.

Section 4. This act shall take effeet and be in foree from
and after its passage and publication.
