CHAPTER 481.

AN ACT to amend section 1797—11m of the statutes, relat-
ing to spur tracks.

The people of the stale of Wiscousin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SeEctioN 1. Section 1797—11m, of the statutes, is amended
to read: Section 1797—11m. * * *

1. Every railroad shall acquire the necessary righis of way
for, and shall construct, connect, maintain and operate a rea-
sonably adequate and suitable spur track, whenever such spur
track does not necessarily exceed two miles in length, is prac-
tically ndispensable to the successful operation of any exist-
ing or proposed mill, elevator, storehouse, warehouse, dock,
wharf, pier, manufacturing establishment, lumber yard, coal
dock or other industry or enterprise, and its construction and
operation is not unusually unsafe and dangerous, and is not
unreasonably harmful to public interest.

2. Such railroad may ,* * * require the person or per-
sons, firm, corporation or association primarily to be served
thereby, to pay the legitimate cost and expense of acquiring,
by condemnation or purchase, the necessary rights of way for
such spur tract, and of constructing the same, as shall be de-
termined in separate ttems by the commission, in which case
the total ecstimated cost thereof shall be deposited with the
railroad before the railroad shall be required to incur any ex-
pense whatever therefor; * * * providcd, however, that
when any such person, firm, corporation or association, shall
be required by the comimission to deposit with the railroad,
the total estimated cost, as herein provided, such person, firm,
corporation or association, may offer or cause to be offered, a
- proposition in writing to such railroad, to construct such spur
track, such proposition to be accompanied by a surety company
bond, running to such railroad, and conditioned upon the con-
struction of such spur track in a good and workmanlike man-
ner, according to the plans and specifications provided by such
railroad, and approved by the commission, and deposit with
such railroad the estimated cost of the necessary right of way
for such spur track; and whencver such proposition and se-
curity company bond shall be offcred the person, firm, corpora-
tion, or association primarily to be served thereby, shall not
be required to deposit as herein provided, as the total estimated
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cost of such construction, an amount in excess of the estimated
cost of the right of way, and the tolal amount stated in such
written proposition. Provided further that befure the rairoad
shall be required to incur any expense whatever in the consiruc-
tion of said spur track, the person, firm, corporation, or as-
sociation primarily to be served thereby, shall give the rail-
road a bond to be approved by the commission as to form,
amount and surcty, securing the railroad against loss on ac-
count of any expense incurred beyond the amount so deposited
with the railroad.

3. Whenever such spur track is so connected with the main
line, as herein provided, at the expense of the owner of such
proposed or eristing mill, elevator, storehouse, warehouse, dock,
wharf, pier, manufacturing establishment, lumber yard, coal
dock, or other industry or enlerprise, and any person, firm,
corporation, or association shall desire a commection with such
spur tralk, application therefor shall be made to the commis-
ston, and such person, firm, corporation, or association shall be
required to pay to the person, firm, corporation, or association
that shall hdve paid or contributed to the primary cost and
expense of acquiring the right of way for such original spur
track, and of construcling the same, an equitable proporiion
thercof, to bé determined by the commission, upon such ap-
plication and notice, to the persons, firms, corporatons, or as-
sociations that have paid or contribuled toward the original
cost and erpensc of acquiring the right of way and construct-
ing the same.

SecTioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.
