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obey any lawful order given or made by the commission, or any
Judgment or decree made by any court in connection with the
provisions of this act, for each such violation, failure or refusal,
such employer or other person shall forreit and pay into the state
treasury a sumn not less than ten dollars nor more than one hun-
dred dollars for each such offense.

CHAPTER 486.

AN ACT to create sections 959—145 to 399—156, inclusive, re-
lating to the creation of a bouard of publie land commissioners,
and granting of certain powers to the same.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented sn Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows: '

SecTiON 1. There are added to the statutes twelve new see-
tions to read: Section 959—145. Any city of this state, wheth-
er organized under general or special charter, is hereby em-
powered to create by ordinance o its common council a board
of public land commissivners consisting of five members, ap-
pointed and possessed of the powers as hercinafter provided. for
the purpose of converting streets and highways desizmated by
the vommon counecil of such city into parkways or boulevards.

Seetion 959—146.  Such connnissioners shall be appointed by
the mayor, subject to the approval of the conunon couneil, within
sixty days after the creation of such board by ordinance as
aforesaid.  Raid beard when appointed shzll eleet from its own
members a president and a seerctary.  In appointing the firs.
board ereated under this act, the mayor shall designate the
length of term of cachi commissioner;  ¢ne member to serve until
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the ncxt ensuing first day of January after his appeintment;
one member to serve until the second énsuing nrst day of Jau-
uary after his appoivumeni; ouwe aunee to serve until the
third ensuing fiist uay of Januury wicer hig appointment; one
member to serve unil the 1outih eusuing first day of January
after his appointment; and one member to serve until the fifth
ensuing first duy o1 January atter his appuintment; and there-
after on or beifore the fisst day of January of each year, the
mayor shall appoint one commissioner to serve for & term of five
years and uniil his sucecssor is appointed and qualified. Within
one month after any vacaucy by dealh, resignation, or otherwise,
the mayor shall appoiut scme person to fill such vacant office
for the unexpired term.  Baea coninisicner shall hold his office
until the expiration of tue teimn Lo winch ke is,appointed and
qualitied. Al appointinents by e mayor shail be subject to the
approval of the common council.

Section 959—147. ‘thie comnon council may fix and provide
for the payment of a saiary or salaries for one or more of the
members of said board, when in tiie judgment of the common
council the fixing aud paymcit of such salaries become necessary
in order to carry out the purpozes of this aet, which salaries
shall be paid soleiy out of the fund hereinatter named.

Section 959—148. 1. Said commissioners shall have power to
appoint such clerks, assistants, and workmen as they may deem
necessary aud proper ior thuc proper discharge of their duties,
subject, however, to such regiilaticns in 1espect to the number of
such employes to be appoinfed and their compensation as the
common council may by ordmance prosevibe,  Said board of pub-
lic eommissioners is heveby empowered to acquire, in the name
of sueh city, lands and i‘mprovmm:nts thereon in the manner
hereinafter provided, within a distance of three hundred feet
on either side of and abutting on any public street or highway
for the purpose of converiing tiic rame into a pavkway or boule-
vard. The streets or hiziisays to be thus converted shall be
first designated by resoluticn o1 tiie vormuen couneil of such eity,
upon the recommendation of s:id bord of publie land commis-
sioners. After such desiznation 1o said lands may be aequired
by purchase, gift, or condemnation, and no such purchase shall
be made until the same shail have heen recommended to the com-
mon council by said board and ordered by rosolution of said
common council, adopted by & majority vote theveof, specifying
the land to be purchased. the maximuwm price 1o be paid there-
for and the terms of payment.  Any gift of lands for the pur-
poses herein specified shall first be avecepted by the common
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council of such city upon recommendation of said board before

same shall become the property of such city.

2. In ease such lands cannot be acquired by purchase or gift
from the owners on the terms prescribed by the common council
of such city, such city is hereby authorized to condemn and take
the same in the manner required by law to enable said city to
take and condemn lands for the purpose of laying out streets,
alleys, and public places, but it shall not be necessary to proceed
by petition of frecholders, but the common couneil shall by reso-
lution adopted by an affirmative vote of the majority of the
aldermen eleet direet proceedings to be had for such proposed
taking, and thereafter proceedings shall be had in all respects
as provided by, law governing such city for the taking of prop-
erty for public use as a street, without petition; except that
when there are any buildings or other improvements on such
lands such ecity shall also take such buildings and improvements
and determine and appraise the value of the same and injury to
the owner thercof in consequence of such taking, and thereafter
such buildings and improvements, as well as the land taken,
shall become the property of such eity, and such city shall be
entitled to enter upon and appropriate said property when the
damages awarded to the owner shall have been paid or tendered
to owner or his agent, or when sufficient money for the purpose
shall be provided in the hands of the city treasurer for that
purpose and ready to be paid over to such cwner and ten days’
notice thereof shall have been given by the commissioner of pub-
lic works in the official papers.

3. When such land shall have been acquired as aforesaid, said
board shall have the power to manage, control, govern, improve,
subdivide, rc-subdiv}de, and plat, and. subject to the prior ap-
proval of the common eouncil of such city, to mortgage and sell
any such land, or parcels thercof, on such terms and with sueil
restrictions and reservations as may be deemed necessary in
order to convert such street or highway into a parkway or boule-
vard, and to protect the same and its environs, and preserve the
view, appearance, light, air, health, and usefulness thereof.

Section 959—149. Whencver said board shall deem it neces-
sary to grade, gravel, macadamize, or otherwise pave, and to curb,
repair, or repave in any manner, any parkway or bhoulevard laid
out and established under this aet, including the sidewalks there-
of, and any portion of such parkway or boulevard, they shall
make a recommendation of the same to the common council of
such city, deseribing their plan, together with a plat for the
same, for such proposed improvement. Sueh common council
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shall) it it deems suelt improvements necessary, direet the com-
missioner of public works, or any board, or body, or other au-
thority of said city, having charge of the improvement of streets
therein, to make an estimate of the costs of such improvements,
which shall be placed on file in the office of said ecmmissioner of
publie works, board, or body, cr other authority, and be open to
the inspection of the public interested. Thereupon such com-
missioner, board, body, or other authority so directed shall send
such estimate of the cost of sich improvement to the common
council of such eity, and upon the same being adopted by said
cominon council, in whole or in part, said improvements shall be
made and the procedure followed as now provided by law in such
city for the improvement of streets, alleys, and sidewalks; pro-
vided that all property fronting or abutting any parkway or
boulevard laid out under this aect shall be subject to an assess-
ment of benefits and damages for any improvements made un-
der this act as property abutting or fronting on streets or alleys
are now assessable under existing law governing such city,
whether such city owns the fee or an easement in the land laid

out for such parkway or boulevard.

Section 959—150. The acquisition of any lands under this act
shall be in the name of and for such city. Any deeds, leases,
contracts, mortgages, or other instruments necessary to execute
in carrying out the purposes of this act shall be executed in the
name of such city and signed in its behalf by said board by its
president and secretary, after due authorization by resolution of
said board.

Section 959—151. No corporate liability whatever shall in
any event be created against any such ¢ity, except to pay for
lands condemned under this act, but all sceurities issued by said
board and the damages for lands condemned shall be payable
solely out of the proceeds of the operation of such bhoard and the
public lands fund hereinafter named.

Such securities shall not be issued in an amount in exeess of
the cost to such city of snch lands and ten per cent. of such cost

in addition thereto.

Seetion 959—152. For the purposes of this act the common
council shall, at the request of said board. make an initial ap-
propriation of not to exceed twenty-five thousand dolars, which
shall be known as the Public Land Fund, and it shall be de-
posited, together with all of the proceeds of the operation of
sach board with the treasurer of such city. Said fund shall be
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drawn out only on an order signed by the president and secre-
tary of such bonrd and countersizned by the c¢ity comptroller.

Seetion 959—153.  All cluhins and demands, hills and accounts,
ereated by said board shall be audited and allowed by said board
before an order is issued therefor, and immediately after their
allowance by said bomid they shall furnish the city comptroller
with a list of such claims and demands, bills end accounts al-
lowed, stating the character thercof, materials furnished, or ser-
vices rendered, and said compticller shall then audit the same
before countersigning said orders. It shall be the duty of said
board to transmit to the ceminen council of said city at its first
regular meeting in January of cach ycar a {ull and detailed re-
port of all transactions of said board for the preceding year, to-
gether with their itemized acconnt of all expenditures, and a list
of employes, and inventory of property, and the purchase priee
thereof, and of all mortgeges and securities issued, which may be
outstanding at the time of mal:ing sach report.

Section 959—154. The acauisition by purchase, gift. or con-
demnation as herein provided ef private propeity for the purpose
authorized herein is herehy deelired to be a taking, use, and ap-
propriation of such private property for a public purpose and
use.

Section 959155, The commen council of sneh city may be a
three-fourths vote of the alderiien elect either susnend the oper-
ation of or abolish such board. 1In c¢ise ef suspeusicn or abolition
of such board the common council may exercise the powers of
such hoard so far as may be neccssary to carry out the terms of
any contraet or complete any procecding alveady entered into
by such board.

Section 959—156. Sneh city is hereby authorized and em-
powered to vest the powers, dutics. and restrietions herein upon
any existing board or commisrion, By an ordinance of its com-
mon council, in Hen of ercating a hoird of publie land eominis-

sioners as herein provided for.
