The fees above specified shall, in
all civil cases, be taxed as costs against the losing party; in erim-
inal cases, they shall be returned to the county or to the city
as part of the costs in the case. A transecribed copy of the notes
so taken shall be filed in licu of the minutes required by law to
be taken by justices of the peace in like proccedings.
