AN ACT to amend subseetion 3 of seetion 5531 of the statutes,
relating te state aid to countv schools of agriculture and do-
mestie seience, and making an appropriation therefor.

The peaple of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assemdly., do enact as follows: ‘

SecrioN 1. Subsectien 3 of section 5531 of the statutes is
amended to read:  (Neetien 5531) 3. Upon receiving such cer-
tificate, the seeretary of state shull draw his warrant. payable to
the treasurer of the county maintaining such school. for a sum
cqual to two-thirds the amount aetually expended for main-
taining such school during the year; provided that the total
amounts so apportioned shall not excced * * *  gir thous-
and dollars to any one school in any one year when the average
daily attendance shall be less than one hundred and twelve
pupids, and shall not creced the sum of seven thousand dollars
when e average daily attendance shall exeeed one hundred and
neclee pupils and be less than one hundred and thirty-seven
pupils, and shadl not coeecd the sum of cight thousand dollars
wihen the avorage daily altendance shall exceed one hundred and
thirly-seven pupils; when more than one county has contributed
to the support of the school. the secretary of state shall draw
his warrant payvable to the treasurer of each county for such
portion of the state aid as the amount contributed by his county
is part of the total nmount contributed by all the countics for
the support of the schiool for the preceding year.  The secretary
of state shall annually include and apportion in the state tax
sueh sum as shall have been so paid.
