Be it further resolved, That a copy of the report and ap-
pendices of said senate ¢ommittee members of the Joint Sen-
atorial Investication Committee and of the Senate Primary In-
vestigetion Committee, together with a copy of this reselution
embracing the preamble and section one of this resolution be
certified Hv the Secretary of State to the United States Senate
for its action thereon. And the United States Senate is herehy

SeEctioN 2. Be it further resolved, That a copy of the report
of the senate committee memwhers of the Joint Senatorial Pri-
mary Investigation Committee and the Senate Primary In-
vestigation Committee, and its appendices, together with a
copy of this resolution be certified by the Secretary of State
to the Distriet Attorney of Dane county with recommendation
from the Secnate and Assembly that prosecution he emanon’
against all persons shown by the evidence in said investigation
to have committed perjury.

Whekreas, The surviving soldiers of the civil war r('presentéd
in the Wisconsin department of the Grand Army of the Re-
public have, through the action of that organization at their
last encampment, asked that a part of the grounds of old Camp
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andall, now helonging to the state, he set aside as a memorial
park to mark the spot where in war time seventy fiotisand Wis-
consin young wmen and bovs gathered to receive their primary
training in the serviee that saved our conntry from disunion,
and that a suitable monument he there ereeted to coinmenmorate
the heroic self-sacrifice of more than ten thousand of those
brave voung sons of Wiseensin who gave their lives for our
country ; therefore, be it

Resolved by the Assembly, the Senale concurring, That a
special joint committee, consisting. of two members of the Senate
and three of the Assembly, be appointed to confer with the
autharities of the Grand Army of the Republic concerning this
matter, and, after due consideration of the subject, to report,
if it seems advisable to them, a bill providing for such memorial.
