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pay over to the treasurer of said county all fines paid him, im-
posed under the laws of this state, and all of the aforesaid fees
collected by him in eriminal actions since the first day of No-
vember of the preceding yvear, taking said county treasurer’'s du-
plicate reccipt therefor; one of said receipts shall be filed in the
office of the county clerk of said county. And said municipal
Judge shall file with said county clerk on said day, a statement,
verified by his affidavit, of all fines and municipal court fees
received by him in each criminpal action in which any such fines
or fees have been paid since the first day of November of the
preceding vear, together with the statements required by other
magistrates by section 679 and section 680 of the revised stat-
utes as amended.

(Chap. 228, laws of 1895.) Section 15. In all actions in the
municipal court for the county of Vilas, attorneys’ fees shall
be allowed to the prevailing party as provided in section 3775,
of the revised statutes, except that when the amount of judg-
ment 18 for two hundred dollars or over the amcunt of attorneys’
fees shall be twenty dollars.

SeEctioN 2. The action of the counly board of supervisors of

44 of the statutes, is amended to read: (Section 4560a—14).

1. (a) A gill net having meshes less than three and one-half
inches for lake trout and whitefish; provided, however, that gill
nets having meshes not less than two and three-eighths inches
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may be used during the open season for perch and other rough
fish; and, provided further, that gill ncts having meshes not less
than two and onc-cighth inches may be used during the season
from January first to April first, for herring only.
