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may be used during the open season for perch and - other rough 
fish ;  and, provided. further, that gill nets having meshes not less 
than two a-nd one-eighth inches may be used during the season 
from. January first to April first, for herring only. 

This act shall take effect. upon its passage and 
publication.

pense to said board.

CHAPTER 133. 
AN ACT to amend section 573b of the statutes, relating to com- 

mitment to the state public school. 
The people of thc Stale of Wisconsin., represented in Senate and 

Assembly. do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Section 57M of the statutes is amended to read: 
Section 573h. All courts and officers authorized by law to com-
mit. or apply for the commitment of dependent or neglected 
children to industrial schools. asylums or other institutions for 
the care of such children, shall, before making such commitment, 
upon application of the parents or guardians thereof, take into 
consideration, in selecting the institution to which the commit-
ment shall be made, the wishes of such parents or guardians; 
hut if no such application is made, the child, if of proper age 
and condition, shall he sent to the state public school. No child 
now or hereafter committed by any such court or officer to any
