CHAPTER 182.

AN ACT to create section 6a of the act of the territory of Wis-
consin entitled, ‘‘ An act to incorporate the Nashotah Ilouse,”’
approved February 4th, 1847, relating to Nashotah House cem-
etery.

The people of the Stale of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. There is added to the charter of Nashotah House,
created by an act of the territory of Wisconsin, entitled ‘‘ An
act to incorporate the Nashotah House,’’ approved February 4,
1847, a new section to read: Section 6a. 1. The trustees of
Nashotah House and their successors shall hereafter have, pos-
sess and exercise the power to maintain a private cemetery upon
the tract of land situated in Waukesha county, Wisconsin, here-
tofore dedicated by Nashotah House as a burial ground and now
used as such, together with any future enlargement thereof, and
said tract of land together with any future enlargement thereof
shall be held and oceupied by the trustees of the Nashotah House
under this act.

2. The said tract of land shall not be liable for the claims of
any creditors of said Nashotah House, nor shall it be sold at any
time by the trustees of said Nashotah ITouse,

3. The trustees of said Nashotah House shall have power to
grant such burial rights, as to them may seem best, to such per-
sons as they shall deem proper and upon such terms and condi-
tions as shall be prescribed by said trustees; and they may eause
a survey of said tract to be made and a c¢hart or map to be made
from such survey, on which chart or map may be indicated the
various lots in said cemetery by number and also the exterior
boundaries of said cemetery, which said chart or map may be
recorded in the office of the register of deeds in and for the
county of Waukesha, at any time after its completion.

4. Any sums of money which have heretofore been given or
devised to Nashotah ITouse, for the maintenance or improvement
of said cemetery, or of any lot therein, or which mayv be here-
after so given, devised or bequeathed, shall be held and used by
said trustees solely for the purpose designated in such gift, de-
vise or bequest.

SeEctioN 2. The intent and object of this act is to authorize
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and empower the trustces of Nashotah House to hold the said
tract of land, dedicated as aforesaid and any enlargement of the
same, for the purpose of a private cemetery or a burial place
for such persons as have or shall acquire burial rights in said
cemetery from said trustees, subject, however, to the sole and
exclusive diseretion and direction of said trustees, acting in their
corporate capacity as to the persons to whom rights of interment
shall be given or granted, and as to the design and character of
any monument. or monuments that shall hereafter be erected in
said cemetery.

SeEcTioN 3. This act shall take effect and be in foree from and
after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 183.

AN ACT to amend section 1 of chapter 359 of the laws of 1909,
beine an aect to amend section 1 of chapter 197 of the laws of
1893, as amended by chapter 200, of the laws of 1897, relating
to grantine to the city of Milwaukee a certain portion of sub-
merged land for public park and boulevard purposes.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented tn Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Section 1 of chapter 359 of the laws of 1909 is
amended to read: (Chapter 359, laws of 1909) Section 1. See-
tion 1 of chapter 197, of the laws of 1803, as amended by chap-
ter 200 of the laws of 1897, is amended to read: Section 1. The
richt. title and interest. of the state of Wisconsin in and to a strip
of submerged land * * * fifteen hundred feet in width,
alone and adjacent to the shore of Lake Michigan, constituting
the bed of said lake., being on the eastern frontage of the eity
of Milwaukee, having for its westerly boundary the easterly face
of the breakwater, construeted by the Chicago and Northwestern
Railway Company : for its south boundary. the extended harbor
entrance of said city of Milwaukee: and for its north boundary
the extension of the east and west quarter section line running
throngh seetion twentyv-one, in town seven, north, range twenty-
two east, in the * * * firef ward of said city of Milwaukee,
are hereby granted and ceded to the said city of Milwaukee, to
he held and used by said c¢ity forever as a part of its svstem of
miblie parks and boulevards, and to be managed, controlled and
improved by the board of park commissioners as provided in
