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coverable upon any single item, article, or animal to an amount
not exceeding the cost thercof, or to an amount specified in the
policy. Any company, officer, or agent violating any provision
of this section shall be subject to the penalty provided in section
1941—65.

SectioN 3. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

[Published May 10, 1913,
CHAPTER 209.
AN ACT to create section 3219m of the statutes, requiring notice
to the commissioner of insurance in actions or proceedings
against an insurance company for an injunction or receiver.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to
read: Section 3219m. The same notice shall be given to the
commissioner of insurance in all actions or proceedings against
an insurance company or fraternal benefit society for an injunc-
tion or receiver as shall be required to be given to the defendant
or defendants; provided, that the depositing of a copy of such
notice in the mails, sealed and postpaid, addressed to the com-
missioner of insurance at Madison, Wisconsin, shall be sufficient
service of such notice.
