AN ACT to create section $47g of the statutes, relating to in-
struction in public schools in preventing accidents.

There is added to the statutes a new section to
read: Section +47g. 1. It shall be the duty of each teacher in a
public school in the state of Wisconsin to devote not less than
thirty minutes in each month during which such school is in
session to instructing the pupils thercof as to ways and means of
preventing accidents.

2. The state superintendent of public instruction shall pre-
pare and publish at the expense of the state a book conveniently
arranged in chapters or lessons for the purpose of the instruc-
tion provided in this section and shall furnish a copy thereof to
each teacher required to give such instruction.

3. The members of the boards of education, school direetors,
trustees, or other hodies or persons having control of the schools
of a township, village or city, shall cause a copy of this section
to be printed in the manual or handhook prepared for the guid-
ance of teachers, where such manual is in use.
