CHAPTER 315.
AN ACT to create subdivision (9) of section 495—14 of the stat-
utes, relating to union free high school districts.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

Secrion 1. There is added to section 495—14 of the statutes
a new subdivision to read: (Section 495—14) (9) In cases
where a union free high school distriet consists of two or more
entire congressional townships, and the electors of such union
free high school district desire to establish another union free
high school distriet, the boundaries of said union free high
school district may be changed and another umion free high
school district set off, provided a majority of the electors, men
and women, of the entire territory of said original union free
high school district shall, at an election called and held in the
manner now provided by the statutes for holding an election for
the formation of a union free high school distriet, vote in favor
of said division; the lines of division to correspond with town-
ship lines. .

SeEcTioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and
after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 316.

AN ACT to create section 1943m of the statutes, relating to fire
insurance adjusters,

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senale and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to
read: Section 1943m. 1. No person, other than an agent hold-
ing a certificate of authority under section 1976, shall make any
adjnstment of loss or damage by fire unless he shall hold a cer-
tificate of authority from the commissioner of insurance under
this section or after making the first adjustment within any
license year, make application for such certificate of authority
a8 provided in this section.

2. A certificate of authority as a fire insurance adjuster, ex-
piring January 31st, following, may be issued to any person filing
an application on a form preseribed and furnished to him and
upcn the payment of a license fee of one dollar.
