CHAPTER 332. 
AN ACT to create section 1347b-1 of the statutes, relating to 

manufacture and "le of sleighs. 
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 

Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to 

read: Section 1347b-1. 1. On and after the first day of Jan-
uary, 1915, it shall be unlewful fot any person, firm, or corpora-
tion in this state to sell any new or first hand draft sleigh, man-
ufactured after said date, to any person or persons residing in 
this state for use herein, unless the runners of such sleigh shall 
measure from center to center four feet and six inches. And on 
and after such date it shall be unlawful for any person or per-
sons to use upon any of the public highways of this state any 
such sleigh, purchased at first hand after said first day of Jan-
uary, 1915, unless the runners shall measure from center to 
center four feet and six inches. 

2. Any person, firm, or corporation violating any of the pro-
visions of this section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon 
conviction thereof shall be fined not less than five dollars nor 
more than twenty-five dollars. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 333. 
AN ACT to create section 4281n of the statutes, relating to 

expenses in actions against county, town, city, or village of-
ficers. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. There is added to the statttes a new section to 
read : Section 4281n. 1. Whenever in any city, town, village, 
or county, charges of any kind shall be filed or an action be 
brought against any officer thereof in his official capacity, and 
such charges or such action shall be discontinued or dismissed 
or such matter shall be determined favorably to such officer, or 
such officer shall be reinstated, such city, town, village, or county 
may pay all reasonable expenses which such officer necessarily 
expended by reason thereof.
