CHAPTER 45.

AN ACT to authorize the city of Eau Claire to build a bridge
across the Chippewa river.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Se/nate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. The city of Eau Claire, in the county of Eau
Claire, and state of Wisconsin, is hereby enabled, permitted, au-
thorized and empowered to erect and forever maintain a bridge
across the Chippewa river, between a suitable point to be selected
by the council of said city, on government lot eleven, in the
southwest qua,rter of section twenty, in township twenty seven
north, of range nine west, on the westerly side of said river, and
some suitable point on government lot one, in the southeast
quarter of said section, on the casterly side of said river; and
