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for such purpose may erect piers, drive piles, build embankments 
and approaches in said river and on the banks thereof, suitable 
and necessary for the proper construction and maintenance of 
said bridge, and enjoy all the rights hereby granted or intended 
to be granted. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and 
after its passage and publication.
