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CHAPTER 467.
AN ACT to amend section 20.28 of the statutes, relating to bul-
letins and transactions of the Wisconsin teachers’ association.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented sn Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1. Section 20.28 of the statutes is amended to read:
Section 20.28. Upon receiving the necessary printer’s copy the
printing board is empowered, in its discretion, to order printed
by the state printer the following bulletins, transactions or pro-
ceedings:

(1) Of a quarterly or semiannual bulletin to be issued by the
dairy and food commissioner, not more than fifteen thousand
copies;

(2) Of the annual transactions of the state horticultural so-
ciety, not more than three thousand copies, containing not more
than two hundred and fifty pages each;

(3) Of the annual transactions of the state dairymen’s asso-
ciation, not more than eight thousand copies, containing not
more than two hundred pages each;

(4) Of the annual transactions of the state conference of char-
ities and corrections, not more than two thousand copies, con-
taining not more than two hundred and fifty pages each;

(5) Of the annual proceedings of the association of trustees
and superintendents of county asylums, not more than one thou-
sand five hundred copies, containing not more than two hundred
and fifty pages each;

(6) Of the annual proceedings of the Wisconsin teachers’ as-
sociation, not more than five thousand copies, containing not
more than two hundred and fifty pages each;

(7) Of the annual report of the Wisconsin live stock breed-
ers’ association, not more than one thousand five hundred copies,
containing not more than two hundred pages each;

(8) Of the annual transactions of the Wisconsin cheese mak-
ers’ association, not more than four thousand copies, containing
not more than two hundred pages each.
