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sin. A total distance of eighteen hundred seventeen and six-
tenths feet more or less. Magnetic variation in all cases four de-
grees and thirty minutes. 

SECTION 2. The attorney-general is directed to prepare a con-
veyance of such right of way to be conveyed by the state. 

SecTioN 3. The governor and secretary of state are author-
ized and directed, subject to the approval of the attorney-gen-
eral as to the form of conveyance, to execute on behalf of the 
state such conveyance to the said town of Bayfield of such right 
of way as above described so authorized to be conveyed. 

SECTION 4. This act shall take effect, and be in force from and 
after its'passage and publication.

CHAPTER 51. 
AN ACT to amend section 1409-1 of the statutes, relating to 

embalming. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Section 1409-1 of the statutes is amended to 
read: Section 1409-1. The state board of health is hereby au-
thorized and empowered to determine the qualifications neces-
sary to enable any person to properly embalm dead human 
bodies and disinfect the premises. The said board, or some mem-
ber thereof, shall examine all applicants for an embalmer's li-
cense and shall issue an embalmer's license to all persons who 
successfully pass such examination. No person shall embalm 
any dead human body, unless he or she shall hold a valid, unre-
yoked and unexpired license from the Wisconsin state board of 
health authorizing him to practice the art of embalming: It 
shall be unlawful for any person not a licensed embalmer as 
herein provided, to advertise, practice, or pretend to practice the 
art of embalming by either arterial or cavity treatment. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and 
after its passage and publication.
