AN ACT to amend section 3, chapter 34, laws of 1889, entitled 

"An act to amend the articles of association organizing the 
Chicago, Milwaukee & St Paul Railway Company," and the 
several acts amendatory thereof. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in. Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Section 3 of chapter 34, session laws of 1889, is 
amended to read: Section 3. Paragraph numbered 6 of said 
original articles of association, as amended, is hereby amended 
so as to read as follows: For the purpose of retiring * * * 
refunding and discharging the * * * indebtedness of the 
company, and for providing funds for the extension of its rail-
way, for second, third and fourth track purposes, for additional 
equipment, real estate, and such other additions and improve-
ments as may froni time to time be ordered by the board of di-
rectors, the company is authorized to make and issue bonds in 
such sums and amounts, and at such time or times, as the board 
of directors may determine. Said bonds shall be in the usual 
form of railroad bonds, bearing such rate of interest, payable an-
nually, semi-annually or quarterly, as the board of directors may 
direct, and the principal payable at such time or times as the 
board may direct. And to secure the payment of such bonds the 
company may make and execute * * * trust deeds or mort-
gages on any or all of its franchises, railway property, real and 
personal, and all its estate of every name, kind and description; 
and may provide therein that such * * * trust deeds or 
mortgages shall cover and include any and all after-acquired 
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railways and property of said company. The company shall also 
have, and may, from time to time as the board of directors shall 
determine, exercise the power conferred upon railroad corpora-
tions and public service corporations, by the laws of the state of 
Wisconsin, in respect to issuing bonds, notes, or other evidences 
of indebtedness, and, when deemed necessary by the board of 
directors, securing the same by executing trust deeds or mort-
gages on- any or all of its franchises, railway property, real and 
personal, and all its estate of every name, kind, and description. 
Before issuing bonds, notes, or other evidences of indebtedness, 
the company shall first obtain authority therefor as by statute 
in such case made and provided. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.
