AN ACT to amend section 1 of Itapter281; laws of .1913, auth-
orizing cities, villages or to.vns to–ilinnluet public coneetts and 
to ratify obligations attempted to be inciiriQ in The' conduct 
of public comprts. 

The people of the Stale of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Section 1 of chapter 281. laws of 1913, is 

amended to read: (('hapter 281, laws of 1913.) Section 1. 
Any city, village or town in this state, whether organized under 
general or special charter, is authorized and empowered to con-
duct public concerts in parks, auditoriums and such other public 
places within the city, village or town as the common council, 
village board or town lard of such city, village or town shall 
determine. Such converts in parks shall he conducted by the 
board of park commissioners, or park committee of the city coun-
cil, village boarij or town board, and the expenses thereof shall 
be paid out of the park fund ; and such eoneerts when given in 
other public places shall be emolucted by the board or depart-
ment having charge of such place and the expenses thereof above 
receipts if any shall be paid out of such fund as the common 
council, village board or town hoard shall determine. A fee • for 
admi.s,sio n t o  said ewire rIN may b( charg«1 for the purpose of de-
fraying the exp, nse s liii reef in whol«g- in part.
