otherwise in a newspaper designated by the ordinance, once in
cach week for four successive weeks, and thereafter adopted hy a
vote of not less than two-thirds of all the members of the council;
but no farther such change shall be made in any such ward for
a period of two vears except by adding thereto territory newly
included within the city limits. The provisions of subsection 2
of section 39j of the statutes shall not apply to any such ordi-
nance.

Subsection 2m of section 1897f of the statutes is
amended to read: (Scetion 1897f, 2m.) (a) Every con-
tract within subsection 1 shall contain a statement giving the
names of the organizers (or trustces as the case may be) and
their residence, the par value of the shares and the prices at
which shares have heen. are, or are to be sold, the number of
shares at each priee, the total numnher of shares. and be filled in
with the percentage cr amouut which may he used for commis-
sion, promotion or orgenization expenses, which together shall
not exceed * * * fiffccn per cent of the amount actually
paid upon separate subscriptions for such stock.

(b) Until the thirtieth day of September, 1912, the provi-
sions of paragraph ‘“‘a’ of this subscetion shall not apply to the
organization of or sale of stock in any demestie insurance cor-
poration, which has fited its articles of organization with the
commissioner of insurance hefore the taking effeet of this subsee-
tion.
