AN ACT to create subdivision (h) of section 1087m—3 of the
statutes, relating to taxable income of corporations, joint
stock companies, and associations doing business on a codper-
ative basis.

T'he people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in. Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SeEctioN 1. There is added to section 1087m—3 a new subdi-
vision to read: (Section 1087Tm—3). (h) Amounts distrib-
uted to patrons in any year, in proportion to their patronage of
the same year, by any corporation, joint stock company or asso-
ciation doing business on a codperative basis (hereinafter called
“‘ecompany’’), whether orga'nized under chapter 86 or otherwise,
shall be returned as income or receipts by said patrons but may
be deducted by such company as cost, purchase price or refunds;
provided that no such deduction shall be made for amounts dis-
tributed to the stockholders or owners of such company in pro-
portion to their stock or ownership, nor for amounts retained by
such company and subject to distribution in proportion to stock
or ownership as distinguished from patronage.

SecTioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
