in or therefor, and all laws for the preservation of fish or of
game, shall be published in the official state paper immediately
after their passage and approval, using not less than six point
type, and until so published shall not take effect.

Section 20.70 The publisher of any weekly or semi-weekly
newspaper printed in whole or in part within the state, which
shall have been regularly published during the six months imme-
diately prior to the opening of any regular session of the legis-
lature, with bona fide eirculation to actual paying subscribers
during all that time of not less than three hundred copies each
issue, may republish in such newspaper in pamphlet form which
shall be denominated ‘‘ Wisconsin Copy Law Supplement’’ with
printed page approrimately from eight and one-quarter by
eleven and one-half inches to nine and one-quarter by twelve
and one-half inches, using not less than six point type, in the
numerical order of their chapters, all of the general laws passed
at any such session, which shall be designated by tho secretary
of state in the official paper as ‘‘copy laws,’”’ and upon filing
with said secretary satisfactory proof by affidavit of such pub-
lication, shall be paid one hundred dollars therefor out of the
state treasury.
