CHAPTER 306. 
AN ACT to amend subsection 1 of section 1946q of the statutes, 

relating to fees paid for the reporting of fires. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented la Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Subsection 1 of section 1946q of the statutes is 
amended to read: (Section 1946q) 1. There shall be paid to 
the chiefs of fire departments, and to mayors of cities, who do 
not receive to exceed fifty dollars annually as compensation for 
their services as such chief, and mayors, and to presidents of 
the village boards and to the township clerk of every organized 
township, who are by sections 1946g to 1946q, inclusive, re-
quired to report fires to the state fire marshal, the .sum of 
• • • one dollar * ° • for each fire reported to the 
satisfaction of the state fire marshal, and in addition thereto, 
mileage at the rate of ten cents per mile for each mile traveled 
to and from the place of the fire. Said allowance shall be paid 
by the state fire marshal at the close of each fiscal year out of any 
funds that may be appropriated for the use of the office of said 
state fire marshal. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 307. 
AN ACT to create section 561jn of the statutes, relating to the
