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by said department. All hearings of the department shall be 
open to the public. 

3. Deputy inspectors shall receive not to exceed five dollars 
per diem and in addition thereto their actual and necessary trav-
eling expenses while actually engaged in the discharge of their 
duties. 

Section 1494-10i. 1. Any person violating any provision 
of sections 1494-1 to 1494-10i, inclusive, of the statutes, or 
any rule or regulation promulgated under the authority of said 
sections, shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon con-
viction thereof shall be fined by a sum of not less than twenty-
five dollars nor more than five hundred dollars for each offense. 

2. It shall be the duty of each district attorney to whom the 
state inspector or his deputy shall present satisfactory evidence 
of violation of any provision of sections 1494-1 to 1494-10i, 
inclusive, of the statutes, to prosecute without delay each such 
violation in the proper court. 

SECTION 5. There is annually appropriated, beginning July 
1, 1915, forty thousand dollars, payable from any moneys in 
the general fund not otherwise appropriated, to the department 
of agriculture for administration purposes in carrying out the 
powers, duties and functions conferred by law upon said de-
partment. 

SECTION 6. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication, but all boards and bodies whose functions and duties 
are transferred to the department of agriculture shall continue 
to administer their respective departments until the commis-
sioner of agriculture is appointed and qualifies, and the state 
live stock sanitary board herein abolished shall continue in ex-
istence until the state live stock sanitary board herein created 
opens its first meeting.

CHAPTER 414. 

AN ACT to repeal sections 94-20, 94-21, 94-22, 94-23, 94 
—24, 94-25, 94-26 and 94-27 of the statutes relating to 
election pamphlet. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
Section 1. Sections 94-20, 94-21, 94-T-22, 94-23, 94-24, 

94-25, 94-26 and 94-27 of the statutes are hereby repealed. 
SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-

lication.
