AN ACT to amend subsection 6 of section 4560a-—12, subdivision
(a), of section 4562e, subscetion 1 of seetion 4565¢—1 and sub-
divisions (1), (1a) and (5) of subsection 1 of section 4565¢—5
of the statutes, and to create subdivision (7) of subsection 1 of
section 4565c—>5 of the statutes, relating to a close season for
certain game fish in the lakes of Washington county and for
various game and birds in Washington and Ozaukee counties.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do cnact as follows:
SteTtion 1. Subsection 6 of section 4560a—12, subdivision (a)
of section 4562e, subsection 1 of section 4565¢—1 and subdivi-
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sions (1), (1a) and (5) of subsection 1 of section 4565¢—5 of
the statutes are amended to read: (Section 4560a—12) 6. In
all inland waters, except as herein specified, the close season for
game fish, except trout of any variety, or sturgeon shall be from
the first day of March to the thirtieth day of May next succeed-
ing: in Beaver Dam lake or pond, and in Fox Lake, in Dodge
county, Pike Lake and Cedar lakes’in Washington county, and
Neshkora mill pond in Marquette county the close season for
pickerel, and in all the lakes in Washington county the close sea-
son for crappic, shall be from the first day of March to the first
day of May next succeeding.

(Section 45G2e) (a) Any woodeock, plover or snipe, be-
tween the thirtieth dav of November and the succeeding seventh
day of September, and any parttidge between the thirty-first day
of October and the sueceeding seventh day of September, and in-
the counties of Washington ard OQ:zaukee it shail he unlmweful to
take, cateh or Kl or have in posscssion more than two partridges
in any one day or to sell or dispose of any such partridge, or

(Section 4565¢—1) 1. It shall be unlawful and is hereby
prohibited to hunt, take, kill or pursue rabbits with ferrets, or to
have a ferret or ferrets in possession while hunting, or to take,
catch or kil rabbits by means of axy pit, pitfall, trap or snare at
any time in the countirs of Washington and Ozaukee; provided
that in Door, Grant, Vernon, Richland and Crawford counties it
shall be lawful for the owner or occupant of any land or for any
other person upon the written request of such owner or occupant,
to hunt, take, kill or pursue rabbits with ferrets on any such land.
A closed season for the hunting of rahbits in Manitowoe county
is hereby created.

Vernon and Waushara, it shall be unlawful to take, eateh, kill,
hunt or pursue any rabbit, gray, fox or black squirrel between
the first day of February and the tenth day of September next
succeeding ; it shall also be unlawful in the countiesof & * *
Dodge and Jefferson * * * to take, cateh, kill, hunt or pur-
sue any gray, fox or black squirrel hetween the first day of Jan-
uary and the first day of November next succeeding, pr in the

Langlade, Forest, Florence, Shawano, Jackson, Clark, Sawyer,
‘Washburn, Ashland, Buffalo, Pepin, Oconto, Adams, Marquette,
Fond du Lac, Oneida, Iron, Vilas, Marathon, Kewaunee, Milwau-
kee, Lincoln, Columbia, (alumet and Brown there shall be no
close season for the hunting of rabbits. ®* * * It shall be un-
lawful to take, catch, kill, hunt or pursue any squirrels of any
variety in Weaeukesha county at any time, or in the counties of
Kenosha, Pierce and Racine before the first day of ¢ * *
October, A. D. 1921, or in the counties of Ozaukee and Washing-
ton before the first day of October, A. D. 1918.

(1a) It shall be unlawful in Waushara, * * * Washing-
ton and Ozaukee counties to take, catch or kill or have in posses-
sion in any one day more than ten rabbits; or in Dodge, Jefferson,
Waukesha and Manitowoc counties more than fifteen rabbits;
& * * orin Dodge and Jefferson counties more than fifteen
gray, fox or black squirrels or in Waushare county more than
ten gray, fox or black squirrels; or in Washington and Ozaukee
counties more than five gray, fox or black squirrels;

(5) Any raccoon in Washington and Ozaukes counties be-
tween the fifteenth day of December and the fifteenth day of
November next succceding and in all other counties between the
first day of February and the first day of November next suc-
ceeding.

SecTiON 2. There is added to subsection 1 of section 4565¢—
5 of the statutes a new subdivision to read: (Section 4565¢—>5.
1.) (7) Any skunk, in Washington county, between the first
day of February and the tenth day of October next succeeding.

Section 3. This act takes effect when published.
