AN ACT to repeal subsections 4 and 5 of section 172—63 and
section 553 1—2 and to amend subsections 1 and 3 of section
5531 of the statutes, relating to county schools of agriculture
and domestic science and making appropriations.

The peoaple of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioNn 1. Subsections 4 and 5 of section 172—63 and see-
tion 553 1—2 of the statutes, are repealed.

Secrion 2. Subsections 1 and 3 of section 5531 of the stat-
utes are amended to read: (Section 5531.) 1. Any school
established under the provisions of this act, whose course of
study and qualifications of whose teachers have been approved
by the state superintendent and the dean of the college of agri-
culture may, upon application, be placed upon an approved list
of county schools of agriculture and domestic economy. A
school once entered upon such list may remain listed and be en-
titled to state aid so long as the scope and character of its work
are maintained in such manner as to meet the approval of the
state superintendent: provided, that he shall not place upon
said list more than * * * geven schools.

3. Upon receiving such certificate, the secretary of state shall
draw his warrant, payable to the treasurer of the county main-
taining such school, for a sum equal to * * * the amount
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expended for wages of legally qualified teachers employed for at
least eight months during the school year; provided that the
total amounts so apportioned shall not exceed gix thousand dol-
lars to any ong school in any one year when the average daily

CHAPTER 483.

AN ACT to amend section 5, chapter 218, laws of 1899, as
amended by chapter 70, laws of 1901; chapter 388, laws of
1903, and chapter 63, laws of 1905, relating to the jurisdiction
of the District Court of the County of Milwaukee.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Section 5, chapter 218, laws of 1899, as amended
by chapter 70, laws of 1901, chapter 388, laws of 1903 and chap-
ter 63, laws of 1905, is amended to read: (Chapter 218, laws
of 1899) Section 5. Said distriet court shall have execlusive
jurisdiction to try and sentence all offenders against the ordi-
nances of said city of Milwaukee and against the ordinances of
Midwaukee County, and it shall have exclusive jurisdiction to
hear, try and determine all charges for misdemeanors arising
within said county otherwise triable before a justice of the peace,
and in addition thereto said distriet court shall also have juris-
diction to hear, try and determine all charges for offenses aris-
ing within said county of Milwaukee. the punishment whereof
does not exceed one year’'s imprisonment in the state prison or
county jail, or a fine not exceeding five hundred dollars, or by
