The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Subsection 6 of section 925m—308 of the stat-
utes is amended to read: 6. Upon the first Tuesday in May
following the reorganization of any city as provided for in see-
tions 925m—301 to 925m—319. ineclusive, and annually there-
after, the council shall select from among their number some
one to act as a member of each of such boards and commissions,
including the board of education. Such members so selected
shall have all the power and authority vested by law in any
